Transport information
For those wishing to come to Berlin by car, here is some important information.

There is now a new regulation in Germany that only cars with a certain pollution profile are
admitted to the city centre. This also includes cars from foreign countries.

For all those cars it is necessary to have a "vignette", that will be issued according to each
car’s profile. It is therefore indispensible to provide a copy or to show the original of your car
license.

The authority will then send you an e-mail
to indicate which documents are needed from you and how to provide them.

The "vignette" costs from €5 to €15.
